From now on, Eastern
Oklahoma State College
students will enroll online
using WebAdvisor on
Eastern’s Web site.

According to Chief Technical
Officer, Jeff Weems, students
must first talk to their adviser so
they can provide the information
that one will need as far as what
classes should be taken. New
students will also have to talk to
an adviser before signing up.

Students
should soon receive instructions
in their school e-mails on
how to use WebAdvisor.

Weems also added that
midterm grades are available
now — so for those students who

would like to know how they are
doing in their classes, log on and
make use of the new program.
Other features include
the option of viewing
degree plans and how many
credits acquired so far.
Dr. Karen Harrison, Vice
President for Academic Affairs,
says that she thinks students will
appreciate WebAdvisor’s many
uses because “it is really quick.
[Students] can immediately
pull up their schedule or check
their midterm grades.”
She also added that it is
important to check with your
adviser before enrolling to ensure
the correct classes are chosen.
Spring enrollment is Now.
4 for sophomores and Nov. 5
for freshmen. Enrollment
is possible the minute after
midnight on the selected day.

Oklahoma State Rep. Lisa
J. Billy addressed a group of
nearly 500 Eastern students,
staff, faculty, administration
and guests in the Mitchell Hall
Auditorium on the Wilburton
campus Oct. 8.

It was the sixth lecture in the
Julian J. Rothbaum Lectureship
Series.

Billy’s lecture titled “From
Teepees to Casinos: The
Evolution of Tribal Nations in
Oklahoma,” covered various
topics, including legislative bills
and stereotypes.

“Don’t battle the person,
battle their ideas,” Mrs. Billy
stated.

“How did we [American
Indians] go from prosperity to
poverty?”

When asked about the

current state of the nation’s
economy, Billy said that other

states should pattern their
budgets  after  Oklahoma’s
— Oklahoma has millions

left over after the fiscal year.
She feels that Oklahoma is
improving; there is historic
funding for teachers’ salary, but
there is still a long way to go.
TheDistrict42 representative
serves a number of roles in the

state and in her community
— she serves as the Deputy
Whip, Vice-Chair of the
Republican Caucus, she is a
board member for the Girl
Scouts Sooner Council and
C.YAP

She also helped form the
Native American Caucus,
which is a bi-partisan caucus.
She serves as the Chairman of
the International, Federal and
Tribal Relations Committee.
Billy is a member of the
General Government and

Eastern offering new degree in ammunitions safety

Interns who participatein year-
long ammunition management
and safety training at the Defense
Ammunition Center (DAC)
located at the McAlester Army
Ammunition Plant will now be
able to earn credits towards a
college degree at the same time.
Eastern Oklahoma State College
has recently been given approval
by the Oklahoma State Regents
for Higher Education to grant an

Associate in Applied Science in
Ammunition Management and
Safety to DAC interns before
they spend a year in the field.

“Depart of the Army interns
entering the DAC training
programs are the future leaders
of two Army ammunition career
programs,” DAC Director Gary
Carney said. “The collaboration of
Eastern toward their development
is greatly appreciated.”

Eastern President Dr. Steve
Smith says the program can only
enrich and provide college degree
opportunities to DAC interns.

“The development of this
program is another example of
the partnership Eastern has had
with the Defense Ammunition
Center over the years.

“For those students that do
not have a college degree, this
will provide them an opportunity

to earn an associates degree as
they take their DAC classes,”
he said.

Chief of Knowledge
Management for the DAC
Training Directorate, Dr. Upton
Shimp, said that “many of
our interns enter the training
program without college degrees.
“This partnership affords them
the opportunity to increase their
academic knowledge at the same

time they are receiving highly
specialized career training.
That’s a powerful combination
for leveraging their civilian
career opportunities,” he said.
According to Eastern Vice
President for Academic Affairs, Dr.
Karen Harrison, approximately
60 DAC interns the program
