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With the country in
an economic downfall
many colleges around the
state are seeing a rise
in enrollment. Eastern
Oklahoma State College
is no exception to this
trend.

The fall 2009 semester
is off to a great start with

increases in students

across the board. Currently
enrollment is up 11.93
percent from last semester.
For the fall semester 2009,
Eastern has 1,909 students
that are enrolled in classes
compared to 1,748 students
in the fall 2008 semester.
According to Eastern
Vice President for Student
Affairs Vic Woods, besides
the economic turn, a key
point is the recruiting efforts
from Student Affairs and

Academic Affairs.

Online class enrollment
has seen a significant
increase. Currently there
are 1,838 online hours. This
is up from the 1,404 fall 2008
online enrollment.

Eastern has seen a
dramatic increase in all
campus sites (Wilburton,
McAlester, Antlers and
Idabel).

“Antlers site has a 4.89
percent increase in the credit
hours being taken,” said
Woods. “That increase, I feel
like, is a joint effort with
