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   You will need to answer these questions with thought, putting yourself in the time period and applying what you have learned to your answer.  You may need to use additional reference materials, but mainly I want you to THINK and give your opinion on these historical questions and support that opinion with fact.  

   The paper must be prepared in Microsoft Word.  Other programs such as Microsoft WORKS, Notepad, etc., will not work.   You are to turn in a paper copy AND the Disk or CD it is saved on.  This requirement is necessary because I will be using a computer program to check for plagiarism, and it has these requirements. If this creates a major problem for you, talk to me.  We will consider your situation.

   The project should be printed in black ink, double-spaced, on white, neatly-edged 8 ½" x 11" paper.  The font chosen should be 12 or 14 points, and 1.25-inch margins are required.  The text of the answer should begin at the left margin not the number. The length of each answer will vary, but a general recommended length is at least three-fourths of a page and no more than one and one half pages per question. Please number your answers with the question number if you do not type the question. Do not turn in paper in plastic sheet protectors.  Photocopies are not accepted.

   Plagiarism (the copying of another person’s words and credited ideas) is a crime.  If you are found to be guilty of plagiarism, you will receive a zero on this paper.

   Feel free to ask for help.

Then make a list of the five most honored professions for the               

     eighteenth century colonists.  Compare the two, discussing                           

     similarities and differences.

4.   What were the major advantages and disadvantages of the British and

      the colonists as the American Revolution began?  What would the           

      colonists have to do to win?

5.  Write your definition of loyalty.  Would you have been a Tory or a 

     Rebel in the American Revolution?  Explain your answer, keeping your        

     definition in mind. 

6.  Why didn’t the leaders of the American Revolution extend their spirit

     of equality to the abolition of slavery and giving women the right to        

     vote? 

7.  Suppose you were a faithful party adviser to President Jefferson in

     1803.  What arguments would you present in favor of the Louisiana            

     Purchase?  What arguments opposing the purchase could you make?

8.  Which of the following EARLY leaders do you think would have

      supported Andrew Jackson and his Jacksonian policies, if they had         

      had the chance:  George Washington, John Adams, Alexander        

      Hamilton, or Thomas Jefferson?  Why?

9.  IF Tecumseh and his brother the Prophet had succeeded in totally 

     uniting the American Indian tribes into a Confederacy, what do you            

     think would have happened?  Do you think they would have been       

     successful in driving whites out of a territory and establishing an       

     Indian-only nation?  Include in your discussion such ideas as whether       

     or not Tecumseh would have allied with the British in Canada to fight       

     against white Americans.

10. List the five most important inventions of the early nineteenth 

      century and rank them in order of importance in your opinion.                

      Explain/justify your answer.

11.  When you think of the American pioneers who moved west, what

       characteristics do you picture these people as having?  Discuss five            

       typical characteristics of an American man or woman on the frontier.

12.  What would be your view on slavery if you were a typical:

            a.  planter aristocrat

            b.  small slave owner

            c.  nonslaveowning white

            d.  mountain southerner

            e.  free black

13.  Did extreme abolitionists do more harm than good?  What         

       suggestions would you have made to solve the slavery problem?

14.  Suppose you had been a citizen of a border state (such as Maryland,

        Kentucky) and had family in the Deep South.  However, your son          

        fought for the Union and was killed.  Would you have been a          

        supporter of President Johnson’s plan for Reconstruction, a          

        moderate Republican Reconstruction plan, or a radical Republican          

        Reconstruction plan?   Why?

15.  List what you think seem to be the requirements for election to high         

       political office in the 1870's and 1880's (having a beard doesn’t         

       count).
