American Indian Stereotypes Seen in Comics

There are many stereotypes of American Indians used in comic strips, comic books, and political cartoons.  For this extra credit project, you will need to go to the web site, www.bluecorncomics.com/nastrips.htm  .    Here you will find quite a 

list of comics which depict the American Indian in a stereotypical way.  The web site is basically divided into three lists.  For this project, you will need to look at at

least three comics from the first list.  Try to find some with some commentary attached.  A required one to look at is the “Herman” dated 4-29-01.  Then look also at two entries from the “Stereotype of the Month” list.  You may certainly look

at more than this, but these numbers are the required minimum for this project.

Once you have read and looked at this site, write at least a half page on the subject of American Indian stereotypes in comics.  Include your thoughts on what effects these stereotypes might have on younger readers.  If the project has made you think about your own set of stereotypes or lack of attention to them, you may add your comments on that.  It may be that you don’t see the problems that the editor of the web site does.  If so, you may comment on that too.  

You will need to use good grammar, complete sentences, and a thoughtful approach to this project.  It should be typed, with normal margins and fonts,

double-spaced, black ink, and on white paper.  Use the Writing Project guidelines as the rules for typing.
