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This project is designed to have you research and report on the development of the Women’s Suffrage Movement and its effects then and still today.
1. The paper should be approximately five pages, typed (computer or typewritten), double-spaced, one-inch margins, white paper, front side of the paper only, 12 to 14 font (IF the 14 font is not huge).

2. The project’s pages should be stapled together in the upper left corner.

3. You should have a title page with your name, the title of the paper, the class information on it.  Mrs. Butler in the library can help you with this during the day if I am not available.  

4. First, define and discuss (approx. ½ page each) the following terms:  (a) WCTU;  (b) NWSA;  (c) AWSA;  (d) NAWSA;  (e) National Women’s Party;  (f) National Suffrage Amendment
5. Now choose one of the many suffragists discussed on the web site listed below or in  a library book, and write a two-page biography on her accomplishments as a suffragist.
6. You should list your sources on a separate page.  I am NOT requiring a formal bibliography page, but you should still provide a list of sources, giving the title, the author (if there is one given), a web address, etc.
