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This project is designed to have you research and report on the patterns of voting in presidential elections in Oklahoma.  
1. The paper should be approximately five pages, typed (computer or typewritten), double-spaced, one-inch margins, white paper, front side of the paper only, 12 to 14 font (IF the 14 font is not huge).

2. The project’s pages should be stapled together in the upper left corner.

3. You should have a title page with your name, the title of the paper, the class information on it.  Mrs. Butler in the library can help you with this during the day if I am not available.  

4. First, using the web site listed below (see #7), pull up the presidential election results (popular vote) for Oklahoma in 1912, 1932, 1940, 1952, 1960, 1972, 1984, 1992, and 1996.  Analyze these results—did OK vote Republican or Democratic in each election, did OK go with the incumbent, etc.
5. Then write a four to five page paper using your analyses (this is about ½ page to discuss each election).  Consider such things as whether the time period’s events (such as a major war, depressions, etc.) would have an effect on how the voting went.  Why would Oklahomans vote this way or that way, compared to a vote from New Hampshire, for instance?  You might want to go back to the web site and look at the voting for other states in order to make a comparison.
6. You should list your sources on a separate page.  I am NOT requiring a formal bibliography page, but you should still provide a list of sources, giving the title, the author (if there is one given), a web address, etc.
